[image: image3.emf]An idyllic New England seaside summer wedding, reconnecting with college friends, flirting,drinking, talking…what a seemingly wonderful way to spend a weekend. Unless the bride and the maid of honor share a long rivalry over the groom, the friends all harbor grudges and long-hidden desires that start to surface, and the flirting, drinking and talking lead to a post-rehearsal dinner midnight swim during which the groom disappears.
The Romantics is based on the novel by Galt Niederhoffer—who also directed the film—and had its initial screening at the Sundance Film Festival in January. It stars IMTA alums Katie Holmes (NY93 and NY95) as Laura, the maid of honor to her best friend and former college roommate Lila, Josh Duhamel (NY97) as Tom, the groom having second thoughts, and Elijah Wood (LA89) as Chip, the bride’s brother who has long been besotted with his sister’s best friend. Anna Paquin, Adam Brody, Malin Akerman, Jeremy Strong, Rebecca Lawrence, Dianna Agron and Candice Bergen also star.

[image: image4.emf]“It’s a film about a group of friends from college who all meet up at this wedding,” explained Wood. “[The film] is so reliant on these relationships being real and palpable and believable. Galt set up this environment for which we all spent a few days—four or five days—before we started filming where we really spent time with each other. And all of these relationships became a reality.”
“I think we had a great relationship,” Holmes said about working again with fellow alum Wood (they both appeared in 1997’s The Ice Storm, Holmes’ first feature film). “He plays Lila’s brother so my character has known him forever. And we have this kind of sweet, very playful, funny relationship.” To which Wood added, “And at times antagonistic and very dangerous.”
[image: image5.emf]Duhamel said filming his role as the conflicted groom has made him thankful for his real-life relationship with his wife, Black Eyed Peas singer Fergie. "It makes me appreciate my wedding. It makes me appreciate that I knew going in that I was with the one that I wanted to be with." He added, "The scary part is the idea of not knowing for sure. My character didn't know whether or not he was going to go through with it, and that's the biggest nightmare you could have, especially for a groom-to-be."

[image: image6.emf]Kinnear’s JFK. The History Channel’s first scripted series tells the story of the most fabled political family in American history and is programmed for airing in 2011. Holmes is next set to appear with Guy Pierce in the horror/thriller Don’t Be Afraid of the Dark, scheduled to open in January. In this remake of the 1973 TV movie of the same name, a young girl sent to live with her father and his new girlfriend discovers creatures in her new home who want to claim her as one of their own. Holmes then appears in The Son of No One with Channing Tatum and Al Pacino, in which a young cop is assigned to a precinct in the working class neighborhood where he grew up, and an old secret threatens to destroy his life and his family. The action thriller is set for a 2011 release. And Holmes is reportedly in talks to star opposite Adam Sandler and Al Pacino in Jack and Jill, a comedy in which Sandler will play both Jack, a family man, and his twin sister Jill, who comes to visit for Thanksgiving…and won’t leave. Holmes will play Sandler’s wife.

In the comedy/drama out October 8, two single adults become caregivers to an orphaned girl when their mutual best friends die in an accident. Duhamel is currently busy filming on the set of Transformers 3, scheduled for a July 1, 2011 release, reprising his role in the blockbuster franchise as Major William Lennox. He was recently seen in theatres as Hobart in Ramona and Beezus, the screen adaptation about the misadventures of young grade schooler Ramona Quimby from Beverly Cleary's popular children's book series.

He will star in the FX Channel comedy pilot “Wilfred,” a remake of a hit Australian sitcom. The project, which is being adapted by “Family Guy” vet David Zuckerman, revolves around a guy (Wood), a girl, and a mixed-breed dog named Wilfred, whom Zuckerman describes as “part Labrador retriever and part Russell Crowe on a bender.” Wood most recently has been working on Happy Feet 2, once again providing voiceover for the main character Mumble. The 3D animated feature opens in November of 2011. 
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
